The Jury is instructed as follows: 

INSTRUCTION NO. 1
AUTHORIZED VERDICT

         Based upon the evidence presented to you in this case, you shall find the Respondent is not subject to involuntary treatment unless you believe from the evidence beyond a reasonable doubt that she is subject to involuntary treatment under the Matthew Casey Wethington for Substance Abuse Intervention Act.
INSTRUCTION NO. 2

CRITERIA FOR INVOLUNTARY TREATMENT

If you the jury find beyond a reasonable doubt all of the following, you shall so find that the 

above Respondent shall be subject to involuntary treatment: 

a. Respondent is a resident of Grayson County, Kentucky;

AND

b. Respondent suffers from substance use disorder;

AND 


c. Respondent presents an imminent threat of danger to self, family, or others as a result of a substance use disorder, or there exists a substantial likelihood of such a threat in the near future; 

AND

d. Respondent can reasonably benefit from treatment. 
INSTRUCTION NO. 3
DEFINITIONS
1. Substance Use Disorder: means a cluster of cognitive, behavioral, and physiological symptoms indicating that the individual continues using the substance despite significant substance-related problems. Criteria for substance use disorder are in the most current edition of the American Psychiatric Association’s Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders. 
2. Treatment: means services and programs for the care and rehabilitation of intoxicated persons and persons suffering from substance use disorder. 
3. Danger or Threat of Danger to Self, Family or Others: means substantial physical harm or threat of substantial physical harm upon self, family, or others, including actions which deprive self, family, or others of the basic means of survival including provision for reasonable shelter, food, or clothing; 

4. Residence: means legal residence by applicable principles of governing conflicts of law; 

INSTRUCTION NO. 4
UNANIMOUS VERDICT

The verdict of the jury must be unanimous, must be in writing, and must be signed by one of you as foreperson. You may use the form(s) at the end of these instructions in writing and communicating you verdict.
